I’ll be staying ‘out of the way’ and
inviting YOU to take ownership of ministry in the weeks and months to come.

These are exciting times at ERUMC! The recently proposed Congregational Ministry Plan that serves the
mission: “Strengthening Families Through Christ” and calls member to actively enhance our hospitality,
our ministries to families with children and our provision of a first class nursery is a great chance to get us
moving together in a direction that serves others. I look forward to that plan getting into full swing as
summer gives way to autumn.

Coupled with the ministry plan, the Remodeling Committee is hard at work preparing a proposal to
reconfigure and refresh our worship and fellowship space. Watch for news of the proposed projects yet
this month. We look to make our facility more effective as we strive to welcome and serve in God’s
name.
